Class 1    Tack and Turn out

Class 2     Lead Rein and first ridden class

Class 3     First Ridden – 12 years and under – suitable ponies over 4 yrs

Class 4    Equitation –—snaffle bridle only.  Judge may ask you to ride a set show.  

Class 5     Young handler – 3- 16 yrs

Class 6    Novice/Nervous Horse & Pony – this class is for horses/ponies who have not been placed 1st in any affiliated showing class and/or are in their first year of showing or first year off lead rein or for genuine nervous riders/horses.  Class may be split into child and adults.  

Class 7   Best combination – judged on compatibility of horse/pony and rider.  

Class 8    Mature Rider – rider aged 40 and over

Class 9    Most promising youngster – open to horses/ponies 4 and 5 years old

Class 10   Fancy Dress

Non-members who qualify will be required to become members within 4 weeks of qualification and prior to 1st July 2021 should they wish to attend the Championship Show. Highest placed miniature in affiliated classes (young stock , foreign , part bred , coloured and veteran) and 1st - 3rd in the miniature specific classes will qualify. WORKING HUNTER/PONY CLASSES      Judge:    Ross Beeston-delap	start  12 noon

Class 36 Lead rein novice working hunter/pony - open to novice combinations who have not been placed in a working hunter/pony class.  Rider any age and horses/ponies any height.  

Class 37 – Baby novice working hunter/pony – open to any age of rider and height of horse/pony, not to have been placed first in any working hunter/pony competition.

Class 38 – Novice working hunter/pony – open to any age of rider and height on horse/pony.  Max height of fence – 45cm

Class 39 – working hunter/pony – open to any age/height combination – max height of fence 55 cms

Class 40 – working hunter/pony – open to any age/height combination – max height 65 cms

Class 41 – Working hunter/pony – open to any height/age combination – max height 75 cms.

Rules of Entry

1.	The Organisers will not be responsible for any loss, injury or death to any persons or animal at any time whilst on the showground whether competing or not.
2.	The judge’s decision is final.
3.	All class times are approximate and will follow on unless stated in the schedule.
4.	Any objection must be made in writing to the Show Secretary with £25.
5.	The organizers reserve the right to cancel, amend, alter or split or amalgamate any class.
6.	Any animal showing distress or signs of disease or illness will be asked to leave the showground.
7.	Any animal which is deemed unruly or dangerous may be asked to leave the showground.
8.	Hard hats to current BSI standards must be worn at all times whilst mounted and chin straps must be fastened.  
9.	Any rider wishing to use a hard hat without a chinstrap must sign a declaration and see the Show Organisers prior to commencement of classes.
10.	Any person behaving inappropriately will be asked to leave the ring or showfield and be disqualified.
11.	Exhibitors must park where asked.
12.	Exercising of horses must ONLY be in the collecting ring 
13.	No litter or mucking out of horseboxes or trailers will be permitted on the showfield.
14.	Please take all your litter home.
15.	All horses/ponies to be aged 4 years and over in ridden classes.
16.	All horses/ponies to have their passports with them
17.	All x-racehorses to have a copy of their Wetherby passports to accompany entries.
18.	No facial jewelry of any kind permitted whilst mounted.
19.	Entries close 03/5/2021  NO ENTRIES ON THE FIELD
20.	In the event of the show being cancelled due to bad weather, a suitable alternative date will be given.  
21.	No entries will be refunded.

PLEASE NOTE ADDITIONAL SOCIAL DISTANCING RULES APPLY FOR THIS SHOW.  THESE MUST BE FOLLOWED OR YOU WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE SHOWGROUND

· Pre entries only – no entries taken on the field.
· Classes are limited to a maximum of 14 on a first come basis except WHP classes.
· Only one rider and one groom per horse allowed onto show field except for lead rein combinations.  No spectators allowed at ring side.  PLEASE STAY AT YOUR LORRY UNLESS IN YOUR CLASS.
· We ask you attend your class and go straight back to your lorry.  NO STANDING OR WAITING FOR CLASSES.  
· Competitor numbers will be available to collect from the secretary.  Only one person to collect the number.  Please no chatting with fellow competitors on show field.  Avoid gatherings at all times.
· Back numbers will be emailed prior to show day for you to print and use as a bridle number or back number.
· It is your responsibility to get to your class on time.  There will be no callers or a PA system.
· Rosettes will be given out in the ring. 
· 2m distancing will be adhered to at all times.
· You are welcome to wear PPE provided by yourself, you will not be marked down if wearing a face mask.  
· There will not be any toilet facilities at all on show day, please provide your own.
· Please adhere to these simple rules to ensure we can run the show safely.  No gatherings, go to your class then straight back to your lorry.  Numbers and rosettes available from secretary and collected by one person only.  PLEASE BE RESPONSIBLE AND STAY SAFE.
