HIGH PLAINS SUMMER SHOWJUMPING
FAQs

The Summer show jumping events at High Plains are aimed at leisure riders and genuinely amateur competitors.  We aim to keep the classes quite small (usually 1-1.5 hours max) and the atmosphere is as warm and friendly as possible.  The classes are held in our 60x40m arena with the warm up in the grass field next to it.  We use a wide range of show jumps and fillers, 55cm and 65cm have the fillers at the side and then fillers go in at 75/85/95cm.  We do not hold higher classes as these are catered for in BS competitions and at other unaffiliated venues.   We run 'two phase' format, ie if you jump a clear round you progress to your jump off round straight after the whistle.

1. Where do we park?
We have limited entries and will try to fit parking beside the arena.  Spectator and overflow parking will be required to park in the cross country field, so best not to bring your low profile sportscars :D
Haynets outside horseboxes are not permitted.  If you need to feed hay while here, please return the horse into the trailer or wagon

2. When can we walk the course?
Course Walking is strictly between classes.

3.  How do class times work?
Guideline class times will be published 2 days before the competition.  ALL riders should aim to be here and ready to ride for the start of the class.  Riders may miss their class if not able to declare at the start of the class.

4.Where do we warm up?
For the summer jumping, the warm up is in the field next to the arena. There will be 2 jumps. Please observe correct warm up etiquette, ie pass left hand to left hand, let people know which jump you are jumping and do not ride too close to other horses.
Jump the jumps with the red flag on the right and the white flag on the left.
Do not allow your horse to drink from the trough as this risk spread of diseases.  

5.Will I need numbers?
We try not to use numbers where possible. Once you are warming up you should give your name to the steward who will add it to the list.  

6. What is the dress code?
Show gear where possible. If you don’t have it, just drop me a line and I will advise you. Plaiting is optional.  If it is hot you will be allowed to remove your jacket.   

7. What are the rules about tack?
The rules for tack generally follow BE Show jumping rules. We do NOT allow children in spurs, long whips for kids or adults, or draw reins.  If there is anything else you are not sure about, please ask in advance.  If in doubt about tack the judge's decision is final.

8. Will there be refreshments?
There will be crisps, snacks and hot and cold drinks in the tea hut, bring change (no burger van)

9.  Water for Horses
You should bring a water container and bucket for your own horse, regardless of the weather.  Please observe strict bio security (no sniffing horses or sharing equipment or buckets)

10. When do I get the results?
I announce the results of each class straight after the class – We do not have a mounted prize giving as we are normally very tight for time. If you don’t stay for the results they are usually on our website or Facebook later that day, or the next day if I am very busy.

11. How far do rosettes go – are Juniors/Seniors or Horses/Ponies Split?
Rosettes go to 6th Place. Juniors (15 and under) and seniors will be split if we have 3 or more clear rounds of each on the day, otherwise classes are combined

12. Are spectators allowed?
Yes spectators are welcome but may be required to park in the cross country field due to limited space.  

13.  'HC' (Hor Concours) High Plains events are all about fun and progressing with your horse.  If you have won more than once at the level you are competing, or the level above we would expect riders to go HC, or compete at the next height up where possible.  If you are unsure about this rule, please ask me for more information.    

14. Can I hire the XC course or Woodland Ride while I am here competing? 
Unfortunately the course or ride can not be hired during our events. 

15.  Cancellation Policy.  Withdrawals before the preceding Saturday will be refunded in full.  Withdrawals after that will only be withdrawn if the place can be filled.  (it is the entrants responsibility to fill the place, I will assist if I have time) 
Withdrawals on the day cannot be refunded.  Refunds are dealt with through the Stripe payment system and can take up to 10 days to go through.

 16.  Vaccination Requirements.  We currently require annual flu vaccinations
