Working Hunter Show Rules
There will be of a round of 8 to 12 jumps in a working hunter style and there will be arena space for an individual show and time to discuss the content.  Individual show to include walk, trot canter on both reins and extended canter shown.  

Jumping penalties are as follows:
Knock down 4 penalties; 1st disobedience 4 penalties; 2nd disobedience 8 penalties. 
3rd disobedience elimination; fall of rider elimination; first fall of horse, exceeding time limit, error of course, retaking an obstacle already jumped elimination, when the competitor must leave the arena. 
 
Individual show
Score given for quality of paces, turnout mark and ridden mark.

The winner will be the rider with the highest mark after any penalties have been deducted from the jumping phase. 

ENTRIES: Horses may be entered in two classes.
