Rules
Horses and ponies must be fully vaccinated against equine flu to attend club shows (12 months vaccination).
All ages taken from1st January 2024.
Non-members must hold their own insurance.
Correct riding dress must be worn, appropriate to each class.  A correctly fitting hat conforming to PAS015 and BSEN1384 and carrying the BSI kitemark must be worn at all times when moutned.  A body protector of BETA level 3 Blue label 2018 must be worn when riding cross country.
Rosettes awarded 1st-6th in all classes.
Members will accumulate points towards end of season trophies, combination of horse and rider must enter the same class at three shows to be eligible for trophies.                     7 points 1st place, 6 points 2nd place, 5 points 3rd place, 4 points 4th place, 3 points 5th place, 2 points 6th place, 1 point if class entered but not placed.
All showing classes except class 23 are qualifiers for STARS Champion of Champions to be held at Aintree in November 2024.  To qualify for STARS you must be an ADRC member and must be the overall points champion across the season. 
Showing classes may be amalgamated if insufficient entries or split if large number of entries.
ADRC promotes good sportsmanship and supporting others. We will not tolerate any unsportsmanlike behaviour or bullying. This competition is for fun.
Stallions must be shown in a bit.

The judges and steward’s decisions are final
Not before times will be published after entries close.  
Dressage entries in advance only via Equo £12 members £15 non-members.
All other classes can be entered on Equo in advance £6 members, £9 non-members or on the day if space in the classes for £10 cash only, no card payments.
In the event of cancellation entry fees will be refunded minus £1.50 booking fee.
No refunds will be made to withdrawals after the closing date.
You agree to be responsible for any damage caused by you or your horse.
Well behaved dogs are allowed by must be kept on a short lead and supervised at all times. You agree to clean up any mess left by your dog.
Neither the committee or anyone acting on their behalf accept any responsibility for any loss, damage or injury, howsoever caused.
Spectators are most welcome at all our events, but are requested to keep clear of all horse and pony areas and access routes and avoid behaviour which may alarm horses.
The organisers have the overall responsibility for Health and Safety at our events. With this in mind, each competition is organised in accordance with Health and Safety Legislation
Everything reasonably practicable is done to ensure the health, safety and welfare of those attending the events. For these measures to be effective, each individual must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and conduct themselves in such a way that they do not put themselves or anyone else at risk. They must therefore obey the instructions of the organisers, officials and stewards at all times.
