Any member competing at a qualifier without both club membership and a competition pass will be disqualified.

Tack & Turnout:
1. All riding hats must have a visible current BRC/BE/PC pink hat tag
2. A body protector is not mandatory for this competition. 
3. If riders are wearing Exo-Body cages they must inform the official steward/organiser before the event, as the medical cover will need an allen key.
